Clean spills immediately
Oak veneer is a thin layer of real oak wood applied to a core material such as
plywood or MDF. If spills occur, blot immediately with a soft cloth to prevent
absorption. Avoid rubbing, as this may spread the liquid.
Avoid harsh chemicals
Do not use acidic or abrasive cleaners like ammonia or strong solvents. Stick to mild,
non-abrasive cleaning products.
Use soft materials
Clean with a soft microfiber cloth. For stubborn stains, use a mixture of equal parts
vinegar and water, then rinse with a damp cloth and dry thoroughly.
